CONSTITUTION

Goal:

To facilitate the exchange of information of relevance to the Woodvale community members, and to support strategies which are in accordance with the documented planning guidelines and the stated wishes of community members.

Objectives:

· To provide a forum for the exchange of information and views which enables Woodvale community members to make informed decisions about issues affecting the locality;

· To provide a forum for the presentation of expert advice to community members;

· To develop, implement and monitor an annual action plan derived from the City of Greater Bendigo +25 Woodvale Community Plan.

· To represent the wishes of Woodvale residents, and to be the voice of the community in providing advice to Local Government, Government Authority and private enterprise about matters of development affecting the community.

· To support community members in activities which ensure the sustainability of the Progress Association and those which are in agreement with the community plans. 

Members:

· A person who applies and is approved for membership as provided in these Rules is eligible to be a member of the Woodvale Progress Association on payment of the entrance fee and annual subscription payable under these Rules, provided they are currently a resident of Woodvale, or who have direct personal or commercial links to Woodvale or they represent an organisation or club in Woodvale. (Membership application forms are available from the secretary)

· A once-only membership entrance fee of $1.00 per member is payable at the time of application.

· An annual subscription fee of $5.00 per person is payable on or before the Feb meeting of the association.

· Co-opted members representing Local Government and other Government-funded authorities

· Co-opted members according to their experience and expertise in relation to specific agenda items.

Quorum: 
Five members personally present (being members entitled under these Rules to vote at a general meeting) constitute a quorum for the conduct of the business of a general meeting.
