Address By Ian Johnson, Risk Manager, COGB

Mr. Johnson was scheduled to arrive at 8:00pm, and address the meeting regarding The Woodvale Progress Association “Public Liability” insurance while holding meetings at the Woodvale Hall.
Unfortunately he did not turn up. The secretary followed up with Council subsequent to the meeting as to why he was unable to attend 25/11/11, and his secretary (Carol) said that he has been away sick all week. Gary will attempt to schedule another address at our next meeting.
Correspondence
Gary gave a verbal report on list of correspondence, and apologised for not bringing physical copies of correspondence to the meeting:

Electronic mail and information for distribution from COGB etc. was forwarded to all supplied email addresses to the Woodvale Progress Association as per normal procedure.
Letter from COGB regarding:- “Joint Small Towns Meeting” with Vic Roads and Victoria Police. This was attended by Ken Stent, Jim Hickson, and Doug Truscott.

Both Ken Stent, and Jim Hickson spoke extensively about the purpose of the meeting and reported that several issues affecting the Woodvale community were tabled for our benefit:

· Hoon Drivers on our local roads

· Culverts and creeks

· Intersection: Quinns Rd/Loddon Valley Hwy.
· Intersection: Camp/Neilborough Roads

· Intersection: Hughes Rd/Raywood Rd

· Intersection & white lines:  Camp Rd/Raywood Rd.

· Bridge at Quinns Rd/Loddon Valley Hwy
Jim further reported about issues regarding “sight lines” at intersections, and the danger caused by trees and bushes causing drivers to be unsighted, and possible solutions discussed at the Joint Small Towns Meeting.

Jim stated that future meetings will be replicated, and divided up into a smaller number of communities  to give representatives more time to air their issues with 

Vic-roads/COGB/Victoria Police.

John Riley thanked Ken, Jim and Doug for attending the meeting and representing the community.

+ 25 Community Plan Update
Gary tabled the matrix component of the latest updated community plan, and copies were circulated at the August Meeting to discuss at this (November) meeting, as to whether our community plan needs to be updated or not, and how this was to be achieved.
Gary explained that a public advertisement had been placed in the Bendigo Advertiser for Small Town Communities to review their respective plans and update them if, and where necessary, and to liaise with COGB where required. Copies of any updated or changed community plans should be submitted to council.

Brendan pointed out that there were several references in the current community plan  to “Bendigo Mining” which were incorrect, as the mining license was now held by “Unity Mining” . He further suggested that such references should be more generic, thereby minimising the necessity of updating our plan when contractors/agencies change.
Kerry addressed the meeting and suggested that any changes should be submitted to the secretary via email, for inclusion into an updated DRAFT document to be tabled at the February meeting by the secretary for review and approval. Kerry proposed a motion to this effect.

Small Towns Grants submission
Gary stated that COGB (Clr Bruce Philips) announced at the last Small Towns meeting, that the 2012 grant submissions were required to be submitted by 16th December 2011.

Gary further stated that Clr Bruce Philips confirmed that the 2010/2011 submissions did not have to be acquitted before that date, but that  a statement to the effect that current projects are on budget and on target for this existing grant should accompany our new submission.

Gary reminded the meeting that the Woodvale community groups had voted to allocate all 2012 Small Towns grants funds to the Woodvale Recreation Reserve in support of their redevelopment, and tabled copies of the minutes of that meeting to remind members of that promise.

Gary placed a motion that the action be re-affirmed, voted and minuted at this meeting to lend support to this years submission.

Woodvale ERC Report
Gary Davis (Secretary) reported that he had nominated, and was successful in being elected by COGB as one of the ERC representatives for Woodvale, this position is for a period of three years. Gary stated that Rose Walsh was also successful and re-elected to represent Woodvale as an ERC representative.
David Stuchbery asked for a vote of thanks to be given to Rose and Gary for nominating for these positions.

Gary reported that he had attended the ERC meeting last week, and tabled the annual hydrological report for the Woodvale Ponds, and offered the document for review by members if they would like to view it.

Gary spoke about items that were discussed at the meeting, some of which are as follows:
· Bond Value – Possible review, being undertaken by DPI, currently considered by your ERC representatives to be inadequate.
· De- Watering – Has been recommenced. This action will avoid the ponds drying out and causing potential toxic dust problems at Woodvale.
· Pipeline – Raywood Rd.: The bond for removal and remediation of this is $30,000, of which $10k is for the northern end, and $20 bond with Vic-Roads for the Raywood Road component. Your ERC members do not consider this bond amount to be adequate.

· Unity Mining Staff, currently at Kangaroo Flat mine complex is a total of 17 employees. There has been an announcement that Unity Mining have a new CEO, and that the headquarters will shortly be moving to Melbourne. It is envisaged that this will reduce the Bendigo staff level by a further 2 personnel
· Re-planting of Ponds 4 & 5. – There was some criticism raised of the re-vegitation of  these ponds. It was accepted by Unity Mining’s representative that there had been some “washing out” of the seed due to the heavy rains, and thus no re-growth. It was stated that the bare patches on these ponds would be re-seeded at the correct germination time next year.

· There was some discussion regarding the DPI bond calculator.

General Business
Small Towns Grants

Gary tabled a flow chart process for the acquisition and acquittal of future Small Towns Grants funds for review and consideration at the next meeting in February.
A discussion opened regarding the “Acquittal” of the funds and projects with COGB, Gary reminded the meeting that COGB will only deal with one body that represents the community, and they consider that to be the Woodvale Progress Association. Clr Bruce Philips re-enforced at the recent Small Towns meeting, that  “the body which is the signatory of the funding agreement, is the body that must acquit the funds”. In this case that should be the Woodvale Progress Association Inc. (President & Treasurer)
Paul spoke to the difficulties of that occurring, and reminded the meeting that the Progress Association is only the conduit for the funds, and do not undertake any of the works, and that some groups wish to remain autonomous in this funding process specifically for the acquittal component:
Kerry proposed that the community grants acquittal be through the Woodvale Progress Association Treasurer – Andrew Prentis via the following options:

1. Each individual organisation submits their documentation (invoice copies etc) direct to the Treasurer for subsequent acquittal to the COGB on their behalf.
2. Organisations internally acquit their own projects and funding allocation, and supply copies of their documentation to the Treasurer for subsequent acquittal to COGB.
3. Documentation to be provided to the Treasurer three weeks before the required COGB declared acquittal date.

· Some site specific photographic material has been collected.

· Precis’ site information is being prepared by the team for ultimate use on the map and subsequently the plaques.

Kerry wished good luck to all the Woodvale participants going on the Great Victorian Bike Ride, a safe journey, and a safe return.
This was supported by all members present.
Clean up Australia Day
John Riley stated that the “Clean Up Australia Day”  would be on again early next year, and requested members to consider if this was to be conducted once again by the community, as he has to submit the appropriate documentation to Vic Roads early.
